f) 8 tons per year of any single Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) per calendar year; and,

g) 20 tons per year of any combination of HAP per calendar year.

Compliance with these emission limitations must be verified by pollutant-specific emission summaries for each calendar year except for
VOC which must be verified for each consecutive twelve-month period. These emission summaries must be retained on-site for a
minimum period of five (5) years; and, must be made available for review upon request by District, State or Federal personnel.

In addition, this facility is designated as a Major Source of PM10 under Regulation XlII - New Source Review, as it has a Potential to
Emit in an amount equal to or greater than 15 tons per year of PM10; therefore, any new Permit Unit or any Modified Permit Unit at this
facility must be fully offset pursuant to District Rule 1303(B).
